Old Business:
No Ashwood update.

The property near the corner of Clover and Oak Hill – Joel from Area Plan has taken pictures and the swimming pool is now almost totally enclosed.

Oak Hill woods Condos – Susan found the Use & Development document that was dated May 7, 2003.  This is a binding agreement between Area Plan and the builder.  She will make sure that Area Plan has a signed copy on file.
There is no update on the property on Oak Hill with the horses.

A clean out drain was mowed over and it was pushed down about 4 inches or so.  Terry Johnson was the mower, but he wouldn’t say who he was mowing for.
Vectren has not called back about the light pole by Mr. Valentine’s house.

Crown Point – The neighbor is no longer parking in the yard.
The billboard is still partially up on Lynch Road.  There was a meeting last week to try to get them to take it down.  They have ceased and desisted for now anyways.  Kevin Kenny asked if we can petition them to not have the sign.  Yes, we can.  We can also approach is as a safety issue because they want to put a digital sign up and it would cause more accidents at the intersection.  Susan will write and send a letter from the Association in opposition to the sign.  Jagoe is in favor of the billboard.  The billboard company must notify anyone living within 300 feet of the sign of their intentions.
The drainage has still not been cleaned out at Wayside and Capitol.  John Friend called the City Street Dept. said that someone would be out  to clean it.

Lisa Boyle – Chairperson of Citizens Supporting Schools.  
The group is a non-partisan group with a mission to help people know more about the referendum.  Bonds issued will be used to fund capital projects.  The referendum is asking voters to vote yes to cash in bonds to fund these projects: eliminate trailers in the schools, the technology component to equalize the schools, early childhood component and create 3 early childhood learning centers.  By using state capital funds, what is proposed will use only current financial resources and will not raise taxes.  It will be tax neutral.  It is important to do all of the projects at once because we are behind in a lot of areas.  People will want to move here because of the excellent school system and it will create jobs for implementing the projects.
