Old Business:
Danbury Villas – Susan relayed a message through Dr. Adams to Pat Keepes to keep his commitment to finish by the end of the year.

Dan Buck wants to buy the land by Englebrechts.  It will be noted that Dan Buck has not completed the developments within our neighborhood.

Susan called Terry Johnson regarding the mowing over a sewer clean out and got no answer.

Vectren has not fixed the light pole at Rugby and Lake Valley.

Kelley Ramsey – The 5 residents received a letter with 4 options regarding the billboard: 1. Put it on the car wash property instead 2.  Put it on Moto Mart’s property 3. Put up apartments behind the development 4. Negotiate with Mr. Lingo.  
Moto Mart corporate is not interested in having the billboard on their property.  The 5 residents sent a letter back stating that none of the options were acceptable.  They have asked for a new letter with new nonthreatening, good options be sent to the residents.  The post for the bill board will come down soon according to Ronnie Nelson of Outdoor Advertising.

The Christmas party details were discussed.

New Business

A motion was made by Mary Beck  to elect the officers as follows, seconded by Marlin Beck no one opposed.

A motion was made by Christina Dixon to delay the board member elections until January.  Jane Brooks seconded the motion, no one opposed.

Community Police Officer (CPO):  Anna Fillmore was introduced.  She handed out the crime report [attached] and went over each item.  She noted that the new thing for teenagers to do is “house walk” which is where kids will break into someone’s home and go all through the house, usually without taking anything.  This may be one of the reasons for the high number of burglaries. 

The meter reader did also have an incident on the West side of town where a different man approached her.  The police believe that the incidents are unrelated.

Marlin Beck encouraged Anna that when she is doing her street sweeps that she look for emaciated or chained animals and report them to animal control.  And also be on the lookout when going into vacant houses to look in the basements for evidence of dog fighting.

She explained what street sweeps are.  The officers will go into neighborhoods looking for houses that need to be boarded up, abandoned vehicles, animal problems and any other obvious problems.  All of the officers will get bike certified so that when the weather is warmer they can be more approachable.

John Friend asked if the traffic violations were written against the state or local ordinance.  The city gets money if the tickets are written against the local ordinance.  Anna said that it just depends on which ticket books get signed out.

She did a school intrusion test and was able to get into most schools without any trouble and without being asked by teachers who she was.

John Friend – The annexation of most of Knight Township is coming up in January.  He says this will be good for the citizens of Evansville.

He said that he spoke to Pat Keepes regarding Crown Point.

He also said that he spoke to the mayor about Dan Buck.  He says that the mayor will veto the new development if it has already been approved.

The federal government will give us $18 million if we put the stadium in a rural or urban area and we will be reapplying for this money.  John Friend will not vote to put the new stadium in the place of Roberts Stadium because it will raise our taxes.
