Bob is looking into seeing what can be done to help Walgreens and the individual.  

The graffiti at Walgreens was done by a 20 year old Newburgh man that has also done graffiti at other locations around town.  He has confessed.

The police department and the Fire Department are holding a boxing match called Guns and Hoses on March 8th at the Coliseum.  It is $10 per person or $15 for ringside seats.  The money raised will go towards Kids Kingdom and a charity aiding people with an eating disorder like Officer Pherneton’s daughter.

Weather spotter classes are coming up in Henderson and Owensboro.  The National weather service issues the warnings and the local media reports those. The local media does not control the warnings.  They are currently working on the warning system so that if only a portion of the county is under a severe weather threat, the sirens do not go off in all parts of the county.  
Tornado safety was discussed-the best place is a basement or interior room of your house with as few windows as possible. Increased flooding is being caused by an increase in development. Straight line winds are 50mph and greater.  Garage doors are the weakest part of your house.  Global warming is having an effect on the weather.

Old Business:

Tom Dowd sent a letter regarding the progress of the drainage near Glenn and Wayside.  The problem has not been solved as of yet.  Some trees have been cut down, but the drainage ditch has not been dug due to extremely dry, hot weather in the summer.
The light at Bergdolt is waiting on approval with INDOT.  It has taken a long time to get the rights from one piece of property, but now the entire project will be completed, rather than just a portion. The bids will go out in July. When that project is happening, Oak Hill will be closed down to one lane at that intersection.

There are 4 subdivisions where the city has not accepted the streets: Amherst, Crown Point, Danbury and Oak Hill Woods Condominiums.  We will try to get Patrick Keepes to come to the next meeting as well as the developers for each subdivision to discuss what needs to be done to bring the developments up to code so that the streets can be approved.  Letters will be drafted to pass around these particular neighborhoods

A motion was made by Kevin Kenny to donate $50 to KEB as we have done in the past.  Tom Dick seconded the motion.  A unanimous vote agreed.
