Community Police Officer (CPO):  Officer Fillmore handed out the crime stats (attached) for  March-April 2009 and discussed them.  

The battery occurred at 1801 Oak Hill.  The unlawful possession of a weapon by a felon occurred at 4905 Fawn Lake.  The indecent exposure occurred at 4516 Wind Drift.

On April 12th there were about 30 criminal mischief cases reported in the Timber Park area around Theater Dr.  Mail boxes and fences were torn up, bricks and rocks were thrown through windows.  Syrupy liquid was poured over cars and bb guns were shot at cars.  If you have any information regarding these cases please call Officer Fillmore.

The stop sign at Fawn Hill Dr. in Oak Hill Woods Condos is back up.

They still need a stop sign in Crowne Pointe at Lake and Oak Hill.

There are only 2 stop signs in Oak Hill Woods Condos that are up.  The rest of the streets are still unidentified.

Dr. Hodival – Is there a time of night that parties have to be quiet?  Ofc. Fillmore -There is no time limit, there is just an ordinance that states that there can’t be noise that is disruptive at any time.  Steve Harp – There can’t be noise after 10:00pm.  Commercial mowing can’t start before 6:00am.  Susan will double check these times.

Elmridge - How many vehicles can be parked in a driveway and yard on a regular basis?  Susan will call Joel at Area Plan.

Old Business:

City Council met 2 weeks ago about the Englebrect development that Dan Buck wants to build.  Some people from Danbury Villas went.  The next meeting was postponed again. There will be a meeting on the first Saturday in June to discuss our streets that aren’t accepted, etc.  This will be a limited group of people, city council, realtors, and developers to talk about getting laws to protect condo owners.

Danbury Villas should have their streets accepted by now.

The Oak Hill and Bergdolt project is ongoing.

There is a pot hole at Ridgewood and Oak Hill.  Steve Harp called John Stohl.  One association member calls every Friday.  She told the to come every 3 or 4 days and fix it again.  Steve says the patch won’t hold because the construction trucks are going through there.  Trucks are not supposed to be going through there and please jot down their license numbers and let Susan and Steve know.

There is also a pot hole  at Oak Hill and Lynch that still has not been fixed because the city and the county can’t decide whose land it is on.

There are no updates on the bill board.

Ron Gibson’s yard was flagged by Dave Ballew because there is no fence by the pool.

The rusty pole at Rugby and Capitol has still not been fixed.

New Business:

There is new family that has moved into a house on Lake Dr.  They have told neighbors that they intend to have a lot of junk cars and they will build an 8’ fence around their back yard.  8’ fences are not allowed unless the neighbors on both sides agree.  Also, the neighborhood does not want junk cars because it attracts rodents and weeds, etc.  The neighbors around these people should get a copy of the fence ordinance and have that on hand.

Marlin Beck:

The legislation session ends this Thursday, so please take action tomorrow.  Representative Linda Lawson has introduced the #1468 Puppy Mill Bill that asks for animals to be treated in a humane way.

We need to do something about this.  There are barns that he has been to where there are 700 dogs that never see the light of day and their feet never touch the ground.  Do the right thing.  Call or email and them that we should keep the inspections.  Virginia has a law that says that dogs can have  2 litters and then they have to rest.  Make people that run these puppy mills pay their taxes.  Get rid of puppy mills and you could get rid of most of the animal shelters because there wouldn’t be so many unwanted dogs.  The only thing that an AKC certificate means is that it is a witnessed union.

Steve Harp spoke to someone at the water department regarding the poor water pressure in some areas.

Gene Deutch said that the septic tank problems at Ridgetop is back.  The Health Department has been out.  They are going to put dye in the lines to find out where the problem is.  Susan will call Troy about this also.
