Community Police Officer (CPO):  Bob Wies was not present.
Old Business:

A pot hole was fixed in Crown Point.  Kevin Kenny contacted John Friend and the Area Planning Commission.  It turns out that the APC holds the key to the subdivision acceptance and they hold the bonds for the developers.  Pat Keepes was the one who was able to get the pot hole fixed.
3 subdivisions are still not accepted. The City Councilmen are aware of what is going on and we will set a precedent for the city.  Sidewalks have a several years waiting list to get fixed.  Amhearst is still working on compiling their list of things that need to be corrected in their subdivision.

The Great American Clean Up was a success despite the bad weather.  The Boy Scouts did their duty in the rain.  20+ people picked up 50 bags of litter in about an hour and 45 minutes.  They went all the way to the bridge on Lynch this year.
The house at the corner of Oak Hill and Maxwell has been purchased so we won’t have to worry about excessive vehicles being parked there.

New Business

United Neighborhoods got a $2000 grant from Aloca for neighborhood children to learn civic responsibility.  If anyone wants to start a litter patrol with children in your neighborhood, contact Susan Harp.  They are trying to get 10 neighborhoods to do it and May 1st is the deadline, although this may be extended.
The next meeting will be June 23rd due to Memorial Day.

On the south side of Ridgetop, there is an overflowing septic tank about 10 feet from a drainage ditch.  On the recent 80 degree days, it was very evident and it runs into Fawn Hill.

Can the ridge in the pavement on the east side of Oak Hill just north of the bridge be fixed?  It was fixed just before the recent big rains and the rain washed the patch away.  The road was not patched correctly, which is why it was washed away.  There is a discrepancy between the city and county as to who is responsible to fix it.  Susan will call Ed Ziemer to see if it can be fixed again.

At Bergdolt Road, they have begun setting the line for street posts.  Zoning appeals have been filed for Oak Hill Baptist Church.

Discussion about the low water pressure.  Is there any possibility of this being fixed during the Oak Hill expansion project while the roads are already torn up?  Danbury has always been low. They keep adding properties, but not any more water lines.

Water repair/maintenance is going on in Crown Point.

Presentation on Birdscaping – landscaping to attract birds.  The goal is to create a better habitat (food, water, shelter and places to raise young) for birds.  She has 150 bird species in her yard and 42 species of butterflies.  Indiana’s original habitat was forests, wetlands and prairies.  The edges of where these meet is where birds like to live.  The reason so many people were upset about the baseball diamonds that were proposed at Wesselman’s was because these edges would have been destroyed.  The National Wildlife Federation guidelines for creating a birdscape are to provide the following:
1. Food

2. Water

3. Cover

4. Places to raise young

5. Sustainable gardening
