Community Police Officer (CPO):  Officer Fillmore handed out the crime stats (attached) for  April-June 2009 and discussed them.  

There have been repeated mailbox vandals on St. George.
There was a party at 3415 Lake drive and squad car was there for about 45 minutes.

There was a neighbor at Roselawn and Tiffany St. with loud motorcycles, revving them late at night. Officer Fillmore has been out to talk with them about the issue.

The police are trying to get an ordinance passed that will require landlords to help comply with property neglect of their tenants.

Marlin Beck- Be aware of a new form of animal abuse called trunking.  People will throw pit bulls in the trunk and then meet at a specified location and whichever dog is still alive on arrival wins.

Bob Harding attended the Citizens Academy.  It was very interesting.

Old Business:
Crow Pointe – Kevin Kenny – Pat Keepes sent a letter to the neighborhood and  about 50%  have given the city permission to come onto their properties.  A second letter was sent and it explained things better.  Most of the neighbors are going to comply with the request.  It will take care of drainage issues and try to get the cracked driveways taken care of.  The neighbor is from Oak Hill into the sub division is shaped like a bowl.

There is an electric junction box next to the drainage low point.  Who can we call to get it moved so that if there is a flood, the electric box would not be under water?

Danbury Villas – they didn’t get letters out to everybody, only about half the people.  They do have a copy of the minutes showing that the streets were accepted.  Board of Works approved the streets, but not the sidewalks.
So, who comes back to put in the stop signs?  Susan and Officer Fillmore will call to try get a stop sign at Danbury and Renee, the south side of Debbie Lane and ask for the traffic patterns to be reviewed.

Bergdolt is open!  Lots of people are running th light, probably because they are not used to it being there.
There is a pot hole at Ridgewood and Oak Hill.  Steve Harp called John Stohl.  One association member calls every Friday.  She told the to come every 3 or 4 days and fix it again.  Steve says the patch won’t hold because the construction trucks are going through there.  Trucks are not supposed to be going through there and please jot down their license numbers and let Susan and Steve know.

Ron Gibson’s yard is still not fenced in.  Joel with Area Plan is supposed to meet with Ron and is supposed to have a retractable pool cover.
New Business:
The house at 3001 Lake now may have people living in the garage.  Joel from Area Plan is supposed to go out there this week.
National Night Out is August 4 at Lorraine Park.  Please volunteer for food, booths, games.  $150 donation was approved 01/26/09.
The third Sunday in September is National Neighborhood day.  Locations and ideas were discussed for an event.

Have there ever been any problems with the lakes heating up and killing fish? And are there any city resources to help if it happens?  Every few years the lakes turn over.  The city doesn’t help.  The owners of the land near the lakes have the responsibility to clean it up.  The Health Department has been out many times, but nothing has ever happened.  They just say to get the group of neighbors together to clean it up.

The pool at Dan bury was not open and looked really bad.  It has been cleaned and is now open.

Is there any health requirement for people swimming in the lakes?  Things like fecal matter, heavy metals, sewage, fertilizers could all be in the lakes.  Sam Elder or Justin Manning at the Health Dept. might know.  Jo Ann will see if she can find someone to come and talk to us about the lakes.
Wednesday, July 15 at the library parking lot will be the Band Bend in the River Brass Band.  Bring your lawn chairs.

The wildflower tours will be starting again soon.
