Please be aware of identity theft scams.  Mail was taken from someone’s mail box.  Do not put your mail out the night before if at all possible.  Be sure to shred all of your personal documents before throwing them out.  Call your bank if you are unsure about an email regarding your bank account, do not call the number given in the email.  Guard your SS#.

Q:  Who do you call to find out about accidents at a given intersection?  A:  The administration office.

There is a person targeting elderly women saying that he did work for their deceased husbands and that he didn’t get his full payment from them.  Please be on the look out for scams.

Q:  Has there been much vandalism at churches lately?  A:  Just the isolated incident at the playground.
Q:  What are the fireworks rules?  A:  Can’t shoot them after 10 pm except on the 3rd, 4th and 5th.  Can shoot them about a week before and a few days after the 4th.

If you see the prefix of 086 on your caller id, it is probably a scam.

Q:  Will there be a bike path when the Oak Hill expansion is done?  A:  yes.  
Discussion of the safety of bike paths.

Q:  Has there been a noticeable increase in bike riders due to the gas prices.  A:  Can’t see a big difference.

The county wants to extend the bike paths.  However it is not scheduled in the plans for Green River.  The city has money from a Federal aid for their project.

Q:  Can the weeds/bushes at the corner of Oak Hill and Lake be cut and the furniture in the yard be removed?  A:  This property has been turned into the Area Plan Commission.

Old Business:

Danbury Villas – They have met several times with the city to get the streets accepted.  They can get the streets accepted if documents are provided.  It looks as though Renee Drive can be dedicated.  Patrick Keepes has to present the paperwork at a weekly meeting to the Board of Public Works.  Keep in mind that the snow probably still won’t get removed.
Crown Point – Without a home owners association, you can do little more than represent yourself.  Patrick Keepes said they might let the home owners take on the responsibility for their own sidewalks.  The Area Planning Commission holds the letter of credit and sits with the developer to get the problems fixed to satisfy the city engineer.  The first step is to send letters to all of the home owners to see if we can get a home owners association started.  100% of the owners have to agree to an association.

The rough pavement on the bridge has been fixed.  The area on the south side of the bridge where it floods still has not been fixed.

The leaky septic tank on Ridgetop no longer smells.  There are 8 homes on Oak Hill and all but one home on Ridgetop that are on the septic system.  John friend, Dr. Adams and someone from the Health Department went down there to see about the problem.  The weather dried up, and therefore it no longer smells.  No one is aware of any work being done to fix the problem.  It has been bad for 2 years, but it is currently ok.

New Business

In the county, neighbors are parking in the yards and doing construction without permits.  Area plan has sent investigators out twice, but no one was parked in the yard at that time.  Police say that there isn’t a law that you can’t park in the yard.  If you see a habitual yard parker, take a picture and send it to Area Plan.
National Night Out – Tuesday, August 5th – Volunteers are needed.  Steve Melcher and Commissioner Tornatta have purchased t-shirts for volunteers.  Oak Hill has always donated $100 to the National Night Out.  A motion was made by Jane Brooks and seconded by Kevin Kenny to donate $100 to the National Night Out.  No one opposed.  

There is a hole in the center of the intersection of Oak Hill and Lynch that needs to be fixed.

Status of the Green River project – They are working on getting the final bids and that should be done late this year.  Green River and Oak Hill will not be closed at the same time.  At this time we are unsure if Green River or Oak Hill will begin first.

The light at Bergdolt Road is a priority.

Vectren closed Oak Hill because of a gas line problem.

Evansville may annex an area of the eastside near Burkhardt.

The UCS relies heavily on volunteers.  There are 5 fulltime and 4 part time employees.  There are about 200 volunteers and there is a continuous need for more.  They can house 62 men.  They have a 2 year transitional program to help people find jobs; they offer classes teaching finance, grief, loss and violence, all types of life skills.

Grants can not be used for day to day operations, so they rely heavily on private donations, fund raisers and churches.
The day shelter is open to ANYBODY.

They do 2 fund raisers:  The Crop for Caring and Scrapbooking.  There is also a Golf Scramble at Eagle Valley Golf Club on September 25.

They always need paper towels, napkins, sugar, trash bags, spray deodorant, recycled items, left-overs.
