Community Police Officer (CPO):  Officer Fillmore handed out the crime stats (attached) for June-July 2009 and discussed them.  

The last house on Lake Drive had a lady who got out of her van to check for the newspaper and left it running and the van went through the carport posts and into the lake in the back yard.  She fell and hurt her shoulder and the van was totaled.  The wrecker got stuck pulling the van out of the water and they had to get a wrecker to pull out the wrecker.  

2924 Ashwood hasn’t been paying their garbage bill.  The back yard is full of garbage and the front yard has lots of junk in it.  They also foster children.  The Health Dept. has been called 6 or 7 times and nothing has been done.  They also have a pool with no cover or fence.  Officer Fillmore will call and have someone go out there.

Marlin Beck has had nails put in his driveway.  He thinks that it may be a small, red compact car with a black rag top.  Possibly a Chevy cobalt.
5408 Oak Hill is empty.  It went up for Sheriff’s Sale, but it didn’t sell.  Susan commented that there are more vacant houses or houses for sale along Oak Hill than there have been in all her years.

Old Business:
Crown Pointe – Kevin Kenny – had a meeting with Pat Keepes and John Friend about the drainage.   Two rights-of-way are still needed and those two people probably won’t sign.  One doesn’t want a bump on his driveway.  Pat is going to wait for everyone to sign up to start the drainage project.  It may be in the fall, but probably in the spring.
The electrical junction box is in the middle of a swale and it can get up to one foot under water.  Vectren has been called and Pat Keepes backed up Kevin Kenny and they have come out and placed flags around the box, but movement is slow.

Bergdolt is wonderful and they love the light.
There was a pot hole at Ridgewood and Oak Hill and we think it has been fixed, but we need to drive by and see. 
Ron Gibson is coming and going from his house.  He also owns(ed) Reed Auto Supply on Oak Hill.  He is living in several places.  He has lots of fines and court dates from all of the properties.
Dennis- Evansville Outdoor Advertising still wants to put up the digital billboard on Moto Mart’s property.  Brian Pendelton is the Executive Director of Real Estate Development for Moto Mart and is in favor of the billboard.  We have told Brad Mills who is the Area Planning Director that we have a covenant and will fight the billboard.

August 20th at 4:00pm there is a public meeting at the Civic Center to ask for a variance to put the billboard on the southwest corner of Moto Mart’s lot.  Moto Mart said they do not want to be in a law suit.  
Les Shively is the attorney for Evansville Outdoor Advertising and he is having a meeting August 1 at Oaklyn Library at 5:30pm because these complaints go beyond Oak Hill Neighborhood Assoc.  The city, other billboard companies and Keep Evansville Beautiful are also involved.  Once a billboard has been taken down, another one cannot be put back up in its place.

Why do we have ordinances if we are just going to allow variances to get around them?  We need a lot of people to complain.  Who do we call?
