Community Police Officer (CPO):  Bob Weis was not in attendance for the crime report.  Bob has been promoted to Detective.  Hopefully in October we will have a new CPO.
Old Business:
Photos have been taken of the property in Ashwood, which has had vehicles parking in the yard, etc and the photos have been sent to Area Plan.  No further update.

The property near the corner of Clover and Oak Hill has added more junk to the yard.  There is also now a gate that has been added between the backyards of this property and the neighbor’s property.  There are rules in place to not allow this to happen.  There are also kids going through the backyard that has an open pool and concrete that they skateboard on that is an accident waiting to happen.

The property at the corner of Oak Hill and Lake has been mowed.
Danbury Villas – Pat Keepes told them that all the residents would receive a letter before the end of the year to the effect that the streets had been approved, but the sidewalks had not.

Crown Point – No news.

Oak Hill woods Condos – There is a covenant that states that anyone living within a mile of the property that has rights regarding how the property is being taken care of.  But it was not signed.  Susan will look into this further to see if she can find a signed copy.

There is no update on the property on Oak Hill with the horses.

New Business

Crown Point – Kevin Kenny has a neighbor that has been parking in the front yard.  A letter was sent by Joel at Area Plan.  Joel did come out and there were no cars in the front yard at the time, but there was a trailer parked within 25 feet of the property line at the time which is a violation.
A suggestion was made to have Joel from Area Plan come to a meeting to talk about what to do when neighbors are violating different ordinances.

Chili Supper – We normally have it in September, but in the past it was too hot and too busy of a time for everyone.  Let’s have a Christmas party instead.  Susan will check to see if we can use the Shepherd of the Hills church for a venue the first week or two of December.

Kelley Ramsey called Susan regarding a notice that had been sent out to put up a billboard on Dr. Max Lingo’s dental property along Lynch Road.  The post for the billboard has been put up.  There is a covenant with 5 houses and Moto Mart that says that no billboards can be put up on that property.  No one from Elmridge has been notified of what is going on with this billboard.  There was also a notice asking for a digital billboard.  The sign is being put up by Outdoor Advertising.  The process is delayed again.

Mel Simmons – Are there any regulations or ordinances about the light output of the new digital signs?  In the county if a billboard comes down, you can not put up a new one in its place.

Does Oak Hill Association write letters supporting people with issues such as the billboard?  Yes, if it is discussed at the meeting.  Typically someone goes to the different meetings to speak on the subject rather than writing letters.

Mr. Valentine – There is a light pole that is rusted out on Lake Valley.  Susan will call Vectren.

The CERT Team goes out to survey damage.  Vectren came out on Sunday and overlooked a circuit breaker that was off.  Steve Harp called them and they fixed it within 15 minutes.  If a circuit breaker is off, Vectren should come and knock on your door to make sure that you don’t have an open circuit in your house so that no one gets hurt when they turn it back on.

The street light hanging over Oak Hill Rd. has been reported.

November 11 is the CERT Team meeting.

At least 3 neighbors on Glenn have had their doors knocked on at 4:00 in the morning during the past week.  No one called 911.  Please call 911 if something suspicious happens.
Is there a new ordinance about house numbers?  Houses need to have numbers displayed on the front and in the alley.  Danbury Villas have some house numbers, but not all.

3711 Oak Hill – Terrance Cosby was chased by the police canines into the woods and was arrested. No one knew what happened.

Storm debris will be picked up on Wednesday.  It can’t be longer than 4 foot and more than 6” in diameter.  Heavy trash was already picked up last Friday.

The United Neighborhoods Spark Plug dinner is November 14 at the Scottish Rite.  It is $24 or $10 if you are a United Neighborhoods member.  Every year we nominate someone.  Tom Dick was the Spark Plug winner last year. Be thinking about who you would like to nominate and bring your ideas to the October meeting.
