January 24, 2011
The Meeting was called to order by President Susan Harp at 6:10 P.M.

Treasurer’s Report 
Beginning balance $2814.66. No expenses.  Income $52.00 with an ending balance of $2866.66. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Discussion of the Oak Hill Road construction:  The bump was fixed going on to the bridge coming from the south heading north, possibly both sides had some repair in the same areas.  The holes and water accumulation have been addressed.  It was noted that there are still rough areas of road and the water does still stand in some of the low lying areas.
 Kevin Kenny mentioned the website oakhill reconstruction.com  is not being updated.  It is still showing November 2010 news.  Kevin said he will contact Pat Keepes to try to get them to update the site and see if they can fix the drainage issues.   Also discussion about having the State Construction person for the Oak Hill/Morgan Avenue area come to one of our meetings to let us know what is going to happen when they start construction on that area.   The INDOT person is located in Vincennes , Indiana,  so Susan will try to contact them.
Vogel School:   Issue with the traffic on Morgan Avenue at Vogel School using the new entrance to drop off  the children.  It is backing up traffic into the Weinbach area and the other lanes on Morgan which is very dangerous and a very busy area.  The traffic is now on Morgan instead of Oak Hill Road.  Since this is not our issue it is a concern for anyone using that area.  Anna Gray (our CPO) said she would check the accident amounts in that area.  Christine Dixon said the left and right lanes at Morgan/Weinbach are confusing and getting into the right turn lane can be very hard to do.  Can signage or striping be changed etc?
Several people would like to know when the second portion of Oak Hill Road will be started and what the general plan is.   Also when will the road be completed by Vogel  School and the Oak Hill Cemetary?  Susan Harp still wants Pat Keepes to speak at one of our Oak Hill meetings to give answers to these questions.
Discussion of turning left onto Oak Hill Road from Moto Mart/Dollar Store area on Mariner.   
Problem with noise at TJ Maxx:  Anna Gray (our CPO) said TJ Maxx was talked to about trailers blocking areas on Maxx Road.  She said she could possibly discuss with them about the noise issue.           
Discussion of Rezoning by Whetstine:  Susan Harp spoke before the Area Plan Commission regarding Whetstine’s proposal for building on Oak Hill Road by Pigeon Creek.   Mr. Whetstine’s brother  spoke on his behalf and the proposal did not go well. The process has been pulled from the docket.  
NEW BUSINES S
Tom Dick brought up about a campground on Morgan and Stockwell?   Susan Harp will check into this.
 CPO Anna Gray discussed Crime Stats for November/December, 1 animal bite, 4 violence, 5 batteries, 4 burglary, 5 crime Mifs,  2 CIT reports,  1 sexual battery,  6 thefts,  2 traffic hit and runs.
Discussion : Oak Hill Road and Oaklyn Drive being too dark of an area.  It needs more pole lights at the entrance area.  
Kevin Kenny asked  Anna Gray her opinion on Police/Sheriff consolidation.  Anna voiced some of her concerns about the issue.  Kevin and Doris Kenny attended the Consolidation meeting featuring Dr. Ray Hoops at the FOP.  Kevin gave his update on what was discussed and that several neighborhood associations did attend.  Roger Dixon will be putting the 45 page report concerning the consolidation on the Oak Hill Road Association website for anyone interested in reading the proposal.  Several people discussed the consolidation issues.  
Tom Dick brought up the issue concerning geese and how to solve getting rid of them in the neighborhoods.  They are overtaking most lakes in the neighborhoods. 
 Susan Harp announced if it snows on our 4th Monday of the month in February consider the meeting cancelled.
